This course is a continuation of the material learned in Guitar I. Students will learn reinforce
playing technique and how to read music in standard notation written for guitar. Students will
further explore the basics of guitar playing, such as playing melody, scales, fingerpicking, and
transposition. Individual students are tested on technical skills through numerous skill
proficiencies, as well as written tests. All equipment and materials, including guitars, will be
provided. The prerequisite(s) for this is course is either the successful completion of Guitar |, or
an audition with the teacher consisting of identifying concepts mastered in Guitar .
