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 126.  CLASS SIZE 

 

1. Purpose 

 

The Board understands the impact class size has on effective teaching. This policy 

has been developed to establish reasonable and equitable classroom enrollments. 

 

2. Authority 

 

The Board understands that achieving this goal is dependent upon the financial 

ability of the school district. 

 

 Class size shall be determined by the Board after consultation with the 

Superintendent and principals. 

 

3. Delegation of 

Responsibility 

The Superintendent shall prepare guidelines for class size, which shall take into 

account: 

 

 1. Subject matter. 

 

 2. Type of instruction. 

 

 3. Ability of students, including the need for individualized instruction. 

 

 4. Age group of students. 

 

 5. Use of aides. 

 

 6. Use of special facilities and equipment. 

 

 7. Required preparation and correction time.
