Statistics is the collection, display, and the analysis of data. What is so great about this course is that it is hands on, interactive, and has its roots in real life application. As a former “data analyst”, I believe statistics is a powerful tool in business, medicine, politics, and many other areas of life. The purpose of this course is to teach you how to think critically about data and how to use that data to answer interesting questions. By the end of this course, I hope that all of you will be on your way to thinking like a “data analyst”. 

Class Materials: The following must be brought on a daily basis:
· Homework assigned for that day
· Notebook/Binder (whichever you prefer)
· Pens and/or Pencils
· Textbook
Calculators and Textbooks will be provided. 

Attendance Policy: Classroom attendance is vital as new material will be covered daily. If a student misses class, they must be sure to make up any missed homework, quizzes, and exams. Plan accordingly to get class notes from a classmate and/or a student should plan on staying after school to learn any missed lessons. If a student is absent for an extended period of time, the math lab is available for students to get the necessary tutoring in order to get caught up. 

Homework: Homework is essential to learning math. Most students cannot learn math by listening or reading. Homework will be assigned a couple times a week and is to be completed for the designated class. Homework is counted as a grade weekly based on completion and effort.

Grading: Grades are determined by quizzes, exams, homework and participation. Quizzes are given after every section to assess student learning BEFORE an exam is given. Exams are given after every chapter. Each quiz and exam will be worth a certain number of points. Grades are then calculated into a percent based off of how many points were achieved on the given exam. 
Homework/Participation: 
25 points for class participation. This is about 3 points per week (roughly) and I will be keeping track weekly. The points will be added in at the end of the quarter.  
To achieve the full points, you must be present every day, come to class prepared with the necessary materials, participate in class, and show effort. Any negative behavior will deduct points for that week. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Homework will be randomly checked throughout the week for completeness and effort. 2 points per assignment will be added. 

Any use of cellphones will not be tolerated and will also count against participation. It is school policy that cellphones are to be silenced and put away in the classroom. 
The 2nd warning will be a referral to administration!

Extra Help: A cumulative subject requires mastery of every topic. If a student is experiencing difficulty, they should seek help. I am available after school most days.
